General Notes

Å Weeds included in this guide have been found within or 

near the Hoyer Heights Tree Trenches, but this is not an 

exhaustive list. 

Å If you are not confident that the plant in question is a weed, 

consider waiting until it has grown larger or flowered to 

reevaluate so as to avoid accidentally removing desired 

plants (plants installed per the original planting plan).
